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Project 3 — Beanbag Bunny (continued)

6. Stitch the body
Fold the two sides of the body-back in half, bringing the right sides
together, and then stitch the center back seam, leavinga 1 1/2"
opening (for turning) as indicated on the pattern.

Stitch one arm to each side of the body front, right sides together,
making raglan-style seams. Sew the body front to the body

back, easing the seams to fit all around and leaving the neck edge
open (see Figures 2a and 2b). Do not turn right side out.

7. Join the head to the body and stuff
Slip the completed head inside the body, right sides together and
seams matching. Stitch the neck seam all the way around. Turn the
body right side out through the back opening.

Stuff the head firmly with fiberfill to fill out all curves and the muzzle.
Pad the chest and arms lightly with fiberfill and then fill the tummy
cavity and legs with about 1/2 cup of plastic pellets. Slipstitch the
opening closed.

8. Add the tail and facial features
Using white thread, hand sew the white pom-pom to the back end of
the bunny. Use a pen to mark the spot where you want the eyes to
be. Insert the needle into the back of the neck and draw it out at one
eye mark (pull snug so that the knot lodges inside the fiberfill).
Reinsert the needle into the head at the marked spot and draw it out
at the back of the neck. Gently pull to indent the eye socket. Repeat
to make a second eye socket, then tie off.

Using 6 strands of the brown floss, embroider the nose using a satin
stitch. Use a straight stitch for the muzzle. Using the matching floss,
make two stitches at the end of each limb to suggest paw pads. Glue
the eyes inside the sockets. Allow to dry overnight.

Good idea: You can attach the eyes and tail with fabric glue.

Hint: You can create child-safe facial features using embroidery floss.

Voila. The bunny's in the bag!
